To 2017:

· We continue to be a major 4WD club in the ACT and region.  I believe the LRC has an advantage over some of the other clubs in the ACT region in that not only do we cater to four-wheel driving and touring in general, but we also have our connection to the LRC marque and in particular the Series vehicles, which provides an attraction and interest for members.  
· Financially, the LRC ACT continues to be in good shape and the Treasurer will make his report shortly.  On the subject of finances, while it’s been a while since Margo Wade has had a part to play on the LRC Committee, I would like to acknowledge the great support she’s provided a number of Treasurers in getting the LRC books sorted.
